Susie McCullough, Secretary, requested to increase salary and benefits. 

Chief Winters excused himself from the meeting.

Susie McCullough presented to the Board a written summary of why she was requesting an hourly increase in her wages along with an additional contribution towards her Health Insurance coverage. (Letter attached). After her presentation she dismissed herself and stated she would let the Directors discuss her request for a $2.00/ hour salary increase and the $75.00 per month increase to her Health Coverage. Ms. McCullough denied the district’s offer at the January 2025 meeting of $1.00 per hour salary increase and $75.00 per month increase to her Health Coverage.
The Board discussed various items as it related to the written summary as presented. The Board then requested Chief Winters to return and asked a few questions of him as well. After a lengthy discussion the following motion was made: 

It was moved by Director Miller and 2nd by Kimbrell to increase Mrs. McCullough’s hourly wage to $26.0/hr. as of March 1, 2025, and not change last month’s recommendation of an additional $75.00 increase to her Health Insurance coverage. The motion included that this would be for a 3-year period until February 28, 2028, at which time negotiations will reopen. Chairman Garner will send a letter to Mrs. McCullough notifying her of the Board’s actions and whether she accepts or denies the offer.
