Fire Chief/CEO.

Chief Winters gave a brief update on Mac’s Mobile Home Park and Cabins in Grimes. Park inspection held on 8-30-24 with Fire District, State Department of Housing and Community Development, County Code Enforcement, Sheriff and Environmental Health. The permit to operate has been suspended and the park is closed and there is not legally any occupancy allowed. There continues to be numerous violations within the park that have not been addressed by the owner. The state is in the process of removing the tenants. It is anticipated this will take a year.
Chief Winters advised the Board that Rescue #142 was involved in a non-injury accident on 8-29-24 on River Road at Colusa Weir and there was very minimal damage to the left rear-view mirror on Rescue 142 and no damage to the other vehicle involved. An accident report was completed. 

Chief Winters announced that the district received a $50,000.00 donation from Colusa Indian Community Council on September 5th at a presentation at the Indian Community. Also, receiving donations in the same amount were the Colusa Police Department, Focus (Animal control Volunteers) and Colusa County Sheriff Volunteers. Chief Winters although very appreciative of the donation, will continue to push for Fire Protection Agreement with the Indian Community.

Chief Winters advised the Board that the old utility pickup was sold for $1500 to John Ascencion, one of the District Volunteer members.
Captain Trotter announced the district has been awarded a California Office of Traffic Safety Grant for the replacement of all the Districts Extrication equipment with all electric equipment in the amount of $93,300.00. The district will be responsible for sales tax and shipping, approximately $8,500. The Board applauded Captain Trotter for his hard work obtaining the Grant.
Captain Trotter advised the Board that the district has been notified that Honeywell, the manufacturer of districts SCBA has applied to both CAL-OSHA and NIOSH to withdraw their certification for all SCBA Manufactured by them. Essentially Honeywell is going out of the SCBA business and will no longer support the SCBA products after October 31, 2024. The district is planning on getting all SCBA Certified for another two years. This will allow the district time to research their options.
Chief Winters reported there were 32 emergency incidents for the month of August. There were 8 fires, 3 fires involving farm equipment and caused $13,000 in damages, 4 vegetation fires and fires involving wood chips; 14 medical emergencies, 2 mutual aids, and 8 investigation.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned to October 8, 2024, at 6:30 PM at Colusa Station
